Dear Sirs,

In 1939, at the tender age of twenty | was conscripted (there was no choice in the
matter) to go and fight and probably die for this country. The efficiency, without the aid of
computers, was breathtaking. Within a few days | was torn from civilian life, thrust into
uniform, supplied with a gun, and shunted off to war! There was not a waiting list, cutback
or means test form in sight - everything was found; amazing eh! | survived the Malta
Siege where | suffered malnutrition in one of the heaviest bombed areas of World War
Two. Thereafter | was amongst the initial assault waves in three major invasions, Sicily,
Italy and D-Day; each invasion was followed by horrific inland battles. | went into the
forces Al fit and was graded down to “E” in 1945 - a physical and mental wreck.

Since the war, | have had a continuous uphill battle with bureaucracy whilst being
fed authority directed mass media bovine excrement. The masses are reminded of the
sacrifices of my generation by the British Legion - the government PR organisation that
masquerades as a charity! An organization that, in reality, is the service persons’ worst
enemy. If they were really working on behalf of war veterans, they would be a thorn in the
side of all governments not metaphorically act as their lap dog! Almost anyone that was in
the catering corps or saw little to no action can get the medals, a beret and a uniform and
fall in with the great war hero worship extravaganza with relative ease, but when it comes
to money, that's another question. Since 1945, those of us that actually saw action and
continue to suffer, those of us you don't see prancing around saluting flags, those of us
that form the silent majority, those of us you don’t see on the BBC and/or mass media,
those of us that actually fought for this country but don't show off about it. Most
importantly, because we speak the truth, without any patriotic military razzmatazz, we are
ignored and treated as if we don’t exist.

| continue to question what my friends actually died for and us survivors have
suffered for. We are continuously told it was for freedom, but as this country heads
towards a police state, it appears to be freedom for those with the finances. To me,
having to complete humiliating “Big Brother” means test forms and being financially
assessed, reinforces my question regarding whose freedom we actually fought for. If the
authorities actually respected what my generation did during the war, such forms and
intimidating intrusion into personal finances would be totally unnecessary. To believe we
live in a democracy is a joke, we don’t. We along with governments are financial slaves to
the higher echelons of the finance industry.

After World War Two | faced unemployment and homelessness. In addition to this
my war disablement pension was fraudulently terminated. | was treated like a criminal for
fighting for this country. In the late 1980's the government quietly admitted disablement
pensions had been incorrectly stopped. Those of us reapplying did not receive back pay
though. Since the war, through no fault of my own, | along with many others have been
enslaved by poverty and in the autumn of our lives means test harassment. Having been
fed a pack of lies prior, during and since the war, | realise that it continues to be a
complete confidence trick. 1 have always been an honest person, paying my full tax
contributions as well as National Insurance that we were told was “From Cradle to Grave.”
Having already paid for my social care in old age not only during my working life but also
when forced to give up six years of my life for front line hell during World War Two, | have
more than paid for what | now receive. How anyone could contemplate humiliating me
further with yet more means testing is beyond belief. It's time to make a stand. I'm not
prepared to be humiliated any more with this psychological torture. I'm eighty-nine years
old, on a meagre begrudged pension and not prepared to be harassed and blackmailed



anymore into divulging my finances, that big brother already knows about. If you respect
what “Genuine” war veterans did during World War Two, leave me in peace and stop
harassing me. I'm not prepared to give you any further information of my meagre finances
and | can’t and won't pay for what I've already paid for during my war service and working
life. Again, this is the last straw of an ongoing process, since the war, of a corrupt
establishment conning honest folk out of decent wages, their entittements and treating
them like criminals. This is whilst the masses are fed benevolent patriotic drivel from an
organisation that projects an image of veterans that best suits successive governments.

Dear Mr Powis,

Further to your letter dated the 14" January 2008.

I am sorry you feel let down by the government, however we can only act on
guidance we are given.

All service users that receive homecare, day care or other services have to be
financially assessed in accordance to the County Council's policy on changing,
which follows the fairer charging guidance from the Department of Health.

You state in your letter that you are not prepared to give us your financial
information, this is your choice. It does however mean that if you are not
prepared to disclose your financial information that we will have to charge you
the full cost of your service. The amount of service you are currently receiving a
week according to our commissioning system is 12 and 3 quarter hours a week.
The charge for this amount of service is £210.12 per week.

i would like to state that about 40% of our service users don't contribute towards
the care they receive once they have had a financial assessment. Also although
the main part of our job is to do the financial assessment, we also look to make
sure that service users are claiming all the benefits which they maybe entitled.

| have passed a copy of this letter and a copy of your letter to the social work
team so they are aware of the situation. | would suggested that as your issues
are that you feel you should not have to pay and the state should pay for your
care that you contact your MP.

Further to your letter dated 3 December 2008. Your communication is an insult to those of
us that fought and suffered for this country during World War Two. Ignorance of historical
facts and deliberate misinterpretation has been used to justify intimidating a frail, eighty-
nine year old war veteran.

| realise we live in a corporatocracy, where the individual is nothing more than an item to
be financially exploited. Your letter is an example of the depths our current sick society
has reached.

1. MP Suggestion. Your suggestion that | should consult a “Delegating Bovine
Excrement Artist” (MP) highlights the naivety of the establishment mindset. Having
many years experience of such egotists, it is obvious to me and an increasing
number of people, the agenda of the majority of MP’s is rarely, if ever, for the
electorate they are supposed to represent. Being seen to do, but in reality not
achieving much, hoodwinks the electorate into believing a false set of principles,
thus enabling the MP to be re-elected. Britain is rapidly sliding into a totalitarian
state. To counteract this and in the interests of true democracy and good
hardworking honest people that are sick of being cheated and lied to, real change
can now only happen by peaceful civil disobedience, such as this campaign.

My son will film the entire
visit. Anyone from The Stasi (Social Work Team) will enter our house on the
understanding they will be filmed and our agenda, n ot theirs, will be first. My



son and | will be delighted to show them the pages and pages and pages of
assessments, means test forms, letters and endless harassment. Have lost
count, the amount of forms and assessments | have been subjected to. I've had
enough! I'm sick of being treated like a criminal and many other honest folk
are as well. Having to submit my bank statements an  d receipts is the last
straw of this ongoing process of humiliation. | hope The Stasi (Social Work
Team) will find their visit informative. Please ensure The Stasi (Social Work
Team) receive a copy of this letter so they cannot plead ignorance of it when

/ if they arrive, unannounced, at our door.

3. Charge Threat . Within your letter you threaten to charge me £210.12 per week . |
cannot give you what | haven’'t got. Having already been assessed and means
tested, to reiterate, big brother is already aware of my meagre finances. | have
more than paid for my care during six years of fron t line hell during World
War Two, fighting for this country, and paying FULL National Insurance
Contributions throughout most of my working life. Was officially told it is a
cradle to grave insurance. I'm not sure how many times | will have to tell you
these facts, but hopefully it will eventually sink in. You will, no doubt, manipulate
the evidence to suit your own objective, but the truth is the truth and cannot be
altered. | have minimal savings and can just make ends meet on a begrudged
pension, so you are wasting your time.  The claim that you investigate to see if a
person is entitled to further benefits is humorous. | have already been advised of
my entitlements!

If you choose to waste your resources trying to get what | have not got, that’s entirely up
to you. | realise bureaucracy thrives on waste and job creation so | await your next level
of intimidation.

My son will promulgate the evidence amongst
the media on Monday 12" January 2009, if we do not receive a satisfactoril y
response from you before said date.

6. As stated previously to one of your representatives, my N.I number is XXXXXXXXXX, |
have an old age pension and you can obtain further war pension information from the
Veteran's Agency. That is all the information you require, | have no other income. As
stated within item 3 of my letter dated 16" December 2008, | cannot give you what | have
not got. For you to look through all my bank details and receipts, it is humiliating and
makes me feel as if 'm a common criminal. | honestly fought for this country, for the full
six years, during World War Two and have honestly paid my taxes and full National
Insurance Contributions and object to being treated this way.

You have shown total disrespect for what my generation and | fought for during World
War Two. Your actions make it abundantly clear that finances are now considered more
important than morality. You continue to intimidate a frail eighty-nine year old war veteran,
without conscience or respect; this highlights how close we are to totalitarianism.
